Back in the early 1980s, our nation’s economy was in a deep recession and many
people were struggling to make ends meet. Things were so bad that many food
pantries, created to help people with occasional food emergencies, were being
overwhelmed with requests for assistance. They needed to !nd a new source

of food to meet the growing need. So with a bit of desperation and a lot of vi-
sion, a small group of food pantry coordinators created the Regional Food Bank
of Northeastern New York in 1982 to acquire large donations of food from the
food industry that would help them feed the increasing number of people turning
to them for help.

In 2007, we commemorated the Regional Food Bank’s 25th Anniversary. We had a lot to remember and a lot
to celebrate. | began my tenure with the Food Bank in 1983, a year after it opened. | was the Food Bank’s
second employee, and | wondered at !rst what | had gotten myself into. We were tiny, unknown, struggling

to get by, and operating in a building unsuited for our work (to say the least). Yet we somehow managed to
survive and do a lot of good.

Twenty-lve years later, | am !lled with pride at all the Food Bank has accomplished and with gratitude for the
incredible generosity of our community that has made this work possible. Together we have helped sustain
hundreds of thousands of people at very dif!cult times in their lives.

| thank all who have helped us with this important work for the past 25 years, and especially those who were
part of our efforts in 2007. We are honored by their faith in the Regional Food Bank, and dedicated to do even
more with their help in 2008 for those most in need in our communities.

Regional Food Bank

The Regional Food Bank of Northeastern New York is a private, not-for-pro! t organization that has been helping
to feed the poor and hungry in our communities since 1982. It is the only

organization of its kind in all of northeastern New York. The Food Bank

collects large donations of food from the food industry for distribution

to charitable agencies feeding the needy in a 23 county region

of northeastern New York.
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In 1990 the Regional Food Bank opened a branch
facility in the lower Hudson Valley to increase
donations from food companies and improve ser-
vices to agencies in this region. This branch, called
Food Bank of the Hudson Valley, is housed in a
55,000 square-foot warehouse in Cornwall-on-Hud-
son in Orange County. The combined service area
of the Regional Food Bank and Food Bank of the
Hudson Valley encompasses 41% of the landmass
of New York State.

In 2007, the Food Bank provided early 18 million pounds

of food to 1,000 member agencies in its service area, and
actively worked to increase awareness of hunger and poverty.
The Food Bank is a responsible steward of its resources, providing
$10 - $12 worth of food per every dollar it spends.




The Need

No one plans to be poor. lliness, unemployment, and divorce are all examples of crises that plunge people
into poverty and hunger. People of all ages, races, genders, and physical and mental abilities are hungry
in our communities and must often make dif! cult choices between buying food and paying for housing,
utilities, or medical care.

Hunger affects children more than any other group. Nearly half of all people served in food pantries are
children. Children who do not eat properly do not develop properly.

Many of those served by the Food Bank and its agencies are
employed but have wages below the federal poverty level.
Others are in poor health and lack medical insurance. Fewer
than half have access to working cars. The need remains
great: 67% of agencies report serving more now than

in 2001.

Addressing The Need

Food Donations

Nearly 200 food industry businesses donated food and non-food grocery items, and hundreds of individu-
als generously contributed through food drives and other efforts to make it possible for the Food Bank to
serve its member agencies. Donations were received from food companies

throughout our 23 county service area and from national companies through

our relationship with America’s Second Harvest - The Nation’s Food Bank

Network.

Many of the Food Bank’s donations come in bulk or are cosmetically dam-
aged. Volunteers and staff work in the warehouse to make these donations
usable for our member agencies. The Repack Program involves repackag-
ing bulk items into smaller packaging. The Salvage Program uses trained
staff and volunteers to sort cosmetically damaged product and re-box it for
distribution to member agencies.

oveable Feast

The Food Bank’s Moveable Feast program picks up donations of pre-
pared and perishable food from local grocers and restaurants and deliv-
ers it directly to member agencies. The Moveable Feast acquired and
distributed over 660,000 pounds of meat, produce and other nutritious
food in 2007.

oop Program

The Food Bank purchases items in bulk that are not typically do-
nated and resells them to member agencies at discounted prices. This
program allows the Food Bank to offer a more comprehensive inventory
of products that provides greater convenience and tremendous cost sav-
ings for its member agencies.

he Emergency Food Assistance Program (TEFAP)

The Food Bank contracts with the New York State Oflce of General
Services to administer the distribution of commodities provided by The
Emergency Food Assistance Program of the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) for
emergency feeding programs.

The Patroon Land Farm

The Regional Food Bank, in partnership with the Patroon
Land Foundation, has been managing the Patroon Land
Farm since 2006. The Foundation’s primary purpose is

to preserve this property as farm land to cultivate, grow

and distribute produce to feed the poor and hungry.

Its secondary purpose is to educate students about
agriculture and offer them an opportunity to partici-

pate in farming.

The Food Bank assumed management of the Farm
in 2006 to expand its capacity and create an ongoing
source of fresh produce for its member agencies. In
2007, the Food Bank harvested over 96,000 pounds
of produce on the Farm, three times as much as in
2006. In large part, the increased harvest was due
to Gorman Brothers, Finke Equipment, RAMSCO

and Cobleskill Stone Products who donated over $25,000 of
in-kind services installing drainage tiles and building farm roads
to alleviate #ooding and the loss of crops. GE Selkirk (now
Sabic IP) employees volunteered to build a farm stand and re-
pair farm equipment. The farm stand was a grand addition and
generated $2,000 in revenue in the !Irst year.

Over 400 volunteers worked diligently last year planting seed-

lings, weeding, and harvesting crops. Many students from area

schools, Girl and Boy Scouts, and church youth groups learned
Ir sthand about agriculture while volunteering in the !elds.

A very successful Harvest Party event was held on the farm

grounds with over 100 in attendance in September of 2007. The

event helped educate attendees about the Food Bank and the Patroon
Land Farm, while building friendships and raising revenue for the project.

It was an exciting and beneficial year growing fresh, nutritious produce for hungry people who typically
would not have access to such wonderful food.



Helping Agencies Help The Hungry

Programs

ackPack Program

In 2007, the Food Bank piloted its ! rst BackPack Program in the Schoharie Elementary School. On Friday after-
noons, two days worth of nutritious, child-friendly food (complete with shelf stable milk, fresh fruit and vegetables)
is placed in the backpacks of children identi! ed by school of! cials to be at risk of hunger. These children, offered
reduced price or free school breakfast and lunch when school is in session, are often faced with a lack of nutritious
food on weekends.

ids Cafe

In 2003, the Food Bank launched its Kids Cafes, which are soup kitchens for children. In addition to
providing healthy meals in a safe atmosphere, Kids Cafes provide athletic activities, homework assistance,
and nutrition education to disadvantaged youth.

xtra Helpings

Extra Helpings is a cooperative food-buying program offered by the Regional Food Bank. It is designed
to increase the food buying power of low-income people and decrease their reliance on emergency
feeding programs by offering them the opportunity to purchase low-cost, nutritious bags of groceries each
month through a network of over 90 host sites throughout the Food Bank'’s service area.

Workshops

The Food Bank expanded its commitment to its member agencies in
2007 by providing a wider variety of workshops on a monthly basis.
